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This paper was originally written during CT#41 on request from the CT Chairman to clarify the difference on two outstanding issues on ServID. This version is technically the same as CP-080630, with the difference that the names of the feature tags and some minor spelling mistakes are corrected.

Introduction
Related with the work on the service identification, 3GPP has some open issues with regards to completion of the draft “draft-drage-sipping-service-identification-01” and related IANA-registration of the Namespace Identification (NID) of the URN used for the P-Preferred-Service and P-Asserted-Service headers. In addition to this, 3GPP has specified two media feature tags used for the Accept-Contact header. Both these issues are related with IANA registration, but they are completely decoupled. This paper tries to clarify the two issues.
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Issue 1 - completion of the NID of the URN
According to draft “draft-drage-sipping-service-identification-01”, the P-Preferred-Service and P-Asserted-Service headers describe a URN of the format <urn:urn-xxx:3gpp-service.ims.icsi.mmtel>. In this draft, the informal NID is urn-xxx, and the xxx will be replaced with a number by IANA when the draft is close to completion. It can be noted that IANA will also need to define the top level part of the namespace specific string (NSS) “3gpp-service” and “3gpp-application” according to this draft.
As the “draft-drage-sipping-service-identification-01” has not been updated since July 2007 and the comments received during the WGLC have not been resolved, the draft need further discussions and editing before IANA can do their work and the complete urn is available.
It can be noted that the proposal as outlined in CP-080542 propose a slightly different approach on how the urn could look like by using a formal URN namespace (3gpp) instead of an informal namespace (urn-xxx). This approach was proposed during the WGLC of the draft, thus this is one of the recognised outstanding issues for the draft.
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Issue  2 - registration of media feature tags
According to TS 24.229, there are two media feature tags specified for being transferred in the Accept-Contact header. These tags, which were created as a result of the discussions with IETF on the service identification, are g.3gpp.icsi_ref and g.3gpp.iari_ref. 3gpp has already registered similar media feature tags (see http://www.iana.org/assignments/media-feature-tags) on.g.3gpp.cs-voice, g.3gpp.cs-video and g.3gpp.smsip. 3gpp has made one attempt to get the tags g.3gpp.icsi_ref and g.3gpp.iari_ref, but the registration failed as concerns were raised by Larry Masinter (the designated expert reviewer) in an IANA review that takes place before each new feature tag is included in the IANA registry. The issue is not resolved.
It can be noted that during the registration process of g.3gpp.icsi_ref and g.3gpp.iari_ref, an attempt was made to clarify the rationale and justification for including these tags new tags. However, the designated expert finally concluded that his previous approval of the media feature tags g.3gpp.cs-voice, g.3gpp.cs-video and g.3gpp.smsip was a mistake.
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
