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1. Introduction
This contribution removes the PCO from the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message and the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT message. 
2. Reason for Change
PCO is added as optional IE in both DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST and the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT messages. However it is not obvious why we need this IE. In addition the PCO is not passed to the PDN GW in the corresponding GTP-C messages Delete Bearer Request and Delete Bearer Response. 

Another change is performed on Deactivate EPS bearer context request, where removing the description of PTI since it is a mandatory IE.
