MSC Server enhanced for ICS


When the MSC Server receives an initial INVITE request from the IM CN subsystem, the MSC Server shall validate the INVITE request as follows:

-
if the INVITE request contains an SDP offer, the MSC Server shall return a 488 (Not Acceptable Here) response if the SDP offer does not contain an acceptable audio codec. 
If the initial INVITE request is valid, the MSC Server shall implement call termination as specified in 3GPP TS 29.292 [24].
In this version of the specification, upon generating a response to the INVITE request, the MSC Server shall include the Accept header with "application/sdp", the MIME type associated with the 3GPP IMS XML body with its sv or schemaversion set to "" (see subclause 7.6.1 in 3GPP TS 24.229 [11]) and any other MIME type the MSC Server is willing and capable to accept.
Editor's Note: The use of sv="" needs to be examined. There is no definition of what an empty sv parameter really means.
