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1. Overall Description:

SA4 has received a proposal in S4-080630 to update TS 26.114 so as to introduce guidelines on MTSI clients for hosted NAT traversal and IMS gateway traversal for media. It was clarified that the NAT traversal matter had already been discussed in CT1; a proposed CR to 24.229 (C1-084026) has been postponed, as one organization in CT1 expressed that the media aspects of NAT traversal are out of scope of TS 24.229. 

SA4 agreed to introduce symmetric RTP/RTCP for IMS gateway traversal in TS 26.114, as it was seen as useful also when the UE is not located behind a NAT. However, SA4 could not add the NAT traversal guidelines in 26.114. We would like to inform CT1 about the following SA4 views related to MTSI NAT traversal for media:
· Hosted NAT traversal is mostly a fixed access issue. Indeed, based on TS 23.228, there should be no NAT (or its existence should be transparent) between GGSN and P-CSCF. 
· TS 26.114, which specifies the codec and media transport aspects of MTSI, is 3GPP access specific.

SA4 would like to see this specific NAT traversal issue resolved in some way. Considering that CT1 has already documented in TS 24.229 the signalling part, and in part also the media parts, of NAT traversal, SA4 would like to receive guidance from CT1 on the best approach to handle media aspects related to TS 24.229.

SA4 understands that there is a need to find a placeholder to specify NAT traversal for media in MTSI. One possible option identified in SA4 could be to create a new 26.xxx specification (common IMS) with a very specific and limited scope to specify the NAT traversal matter. Another possibility would be to find an appropriate specification for MTSI fixed access issue in TISPAN. 
2. Actions:
