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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to kindly inform SA1 that the stage 3 specification for IMS CAT in release 8, TS 24.182 shall be sent to CT plenary for approval at CT#42. No further functional changes are to be provided for the release 8 version of IMS CAT. Therefore, CT1 consider it appropriate to indicate which aspects of IMS CAT in TS 22.182 are not implemented in release 8 stage 3 TS 24.182. 
The following is a list of stage 1 IMS CAT requirements that are not fulfilled in the release 8 version of TS 24.182:

· Originating CAT: CAT is provided by the CAT AS in the originating network.

· CAT stop: Originating user can control the CAT which is played in the call proceeding. Such as stop it, if possible, and re-start it again.

· CAT continue: Called party CAT can either stop or continue after the called party answers the call.
· CAT priority and reject: CAT AS should be supplying servers (priority or reject) when there are conflicts            between the originating CAT and terminating CAT in the call proceeding.

· IMS CAT copy: Originating user can copy the terminating CAT, when the CAT AS is serving for the originating UE and the terminating UE.

· CAT selection: Called party can change the CAT content which to be played to the calling party.
To summarize, Release 8 version of TS 24.182 allows the called party's CAT to be played towards the calling party. CT1 have agreed that further CAT requirements are to be continued to be specified in release 9 and to align with the service requirements specified in the release 9 version of TS 22.182.
