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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG5 document TS 34.229-1 include test cases with requirements on SDP contents according to TS 24.229 and RFC’s. 
The TS 24.229 chapter 6.1.1 include e.g. information for the session establishment.

“During session establishment procedure, SIP messages shall only contain SDP payload if that is intended to modify the session description, or when the SDP payload must be included in the message because of SIP rules described in RFC 3261[26].”
RFC 3261 chapters 13.2.1, 13.3.1.4 and 14.1 contain information about applying offer/answer model for initiating a session and modifying an existing session (INVITE and re-INVITE) with SIP. However RFC 3261 does not cover the cases of reliably sent provisional responses, as specified in RFC 3262.
If an IMS UE provides its final SDP answer in a provisional response sent reliably (like 183 "Session in progress" containing a Require header field with option tag 100rel), is the IMS client still allowed to repeat the same identical SDP answer within any further response (like 180 Ringing or 200 OK) sent reliably for the same INVITE (or re-INVITE) request? 
Or is repeating the final SDP answer strictly forbidden for the further responses within the same INVITE (or re-INVITE) transaction?
2. Actions:

RAN5 kindly asks CT WG1 to
1. Clarify whether or not the IMS UE is allowed to repeat its SDP answer in multiple successive responses (of different type) sent in a reliable way within the same transaction.
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
