Procedures in the MME

When receiving the SGsAP-PAGING-REQUEST message, the MME shall first check whether the UE, for which the paging is sent, is in EMM-IDLE or EMM-CONNECTED Mode.

If the UE is in EMM-CONNECTED Mode, the MME shall immediately create and send an SGsAP-SERVICE-REQUEST message, including the SMS Indicator, to the VLR.

If the UE is in EMM-IDLE Mode, the MME shall take the actions as described in 3GPP TS 24.301 [14], subclause 5.6.2. The MME shall page the UE in all the Tracking Areas that belong to the Tracking Area List in which the UE is registered. If the TMSI was included in the SGsAP-PAGING-REQUEST message, the MME shall page the UE using S-TMSI as the UE identity, otherwise, the MME shall page the UE by using IMSI as the UE identity. Then, upon reception of the Service Request message, from the UE, the MME shall send the SGsAP-SERVICE-REQUEST message to the VLR.
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
