1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank RAN2 about their liaison regarding introduction of a "SR-VCC cell indicator" in UTRAN. RAN2 kindly asks CT1 to provide a feedback on the applicability and usage of an "SR-VCC cell indicator" by Call Control layer. 
CT1 would like to suggest that this indicator would be used for “VoIP” indication by the UTRAN and would not be associated with SRVCC. 

For MO case, CT1 believes that, if this “VoIP” indicator is provided to the NAS layer, then it could be used in addition to the preconfigured policies, e.g., the “Preferred Domain” as defined in TS 24.216, to determine whether to perform a IMS or CS call.

For MT case, CT1 has understood that SA2 has concluded that a network-based solution is considered preferable (S2-090797), meaning that the network would perform a call setup toward the UE in the appropriate domain. Therefore, CT1 is not considered defining any special MT handling in the UE with this “VoIP” indication.
