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1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank SA1 about their liaison regarding CSG support from roaming subscribers and Manual CSG Selection.
CT1 discussed if the following third requirement about the Release-9 CSG support in the SA1 liaison can be also implemented in Release-8. 
3.
The requirement in section 5.3.2 for the UE to maintain a user controlled list of CSG identities to facilitate the Manual CSG Selection process in addition to the operator controlled Allowed CSG List;

CT1 has specified the mechanism and protocol support for the manual CSG selection in Release 8. This includes update of the Allowed CSG list as a result of successful manual CSG selection.  Also, CT1 specified the mechanism to remove the CSG ID from the Allowed CSG list when the UE receives a NAS reject message with a CSG specific error cause value. All this work is based on a single Allowed CSG list, which can be updated by the UE, based on the response from the network.

Due to the timeline for the completion of Release 8, it is not feasible to implement the new SA1 requirement for the separate user controlled CSG list and the operator controlled Allowed CSG list in Release 8. However, CT1 believes that the SA1 requirement can be implemented in Release 9 in a backward compatible way, as CT1 currently sees no protocol impacts due to the introduction of the two separate lists.

2. Actions:
To SA1 group
ACTION: 
CT1 kindly asks SA1 to consider the CT1’s decision on the introduction of the two separate CSG list in Release 8 for their future work. 
To CT plenary and CT6 group
ACTION: 
CT1 kindly asks CT plenary and CT6 to allow the UE to update the Allowed CSG list stored in UICC based on the appropriate NAS responses from the network.
