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	TS 23.237, in subclause 5.3.1 where SCC AS functional enity is described, states:

Terminating Access Domain Selection (T-ADS): In addition to T‑ADS specified in TS 23.292 [5].


for a terminating session, the SCC AS may select more than one contact amongst multiple registered contacts for each selected UE of the SC User and may split the session into sessions directed to the selected contacts.


For multiple contacts in the PS domain, the SCC AS shall be able to select one or more types of access networks through which the session shall be terminated. In this case, the SCC AS includes additional information within the session request(s) to ensure that the corresponding session is terminated via the selected access network type(s).
Therefore, the SCC AS should have the ability to

1- evaluate the capabilities of the access technologies that a UE uses to connect to the network.
2- add information to select a access technology when terminating a request to the UE.

8.3.1
Distinction of requests sent to the SCC AS
The SCC AS needs to distinguish between the following initial SIP INVITE requests to provide specific functionality relating to call termination:

-
SIP INVITE requests routed to the SCC AS over the ISC interface as a result of processing filter criteria at the S-CSCF according to the termination procedures as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2], and therefore distinguished by the URI relating to this particular filter criteria appearing in the topmost entry in the Route header. In the procedures below, such requests are known as "SIP INVITE requests due to terminating filter criteria". It is assumed that the SCC AS is the last AS that the S-CSCF forwards the request to.
Other SIP initial requests for a dialog, and requests for a SIP standalone transaction can be dealt with in any manner conformant with 3GPP TS 24.229 [2].

8.3.2
Call termination procedures in the SCC AS

When the SCC AS receives a SIP INVITE request due to terminating filter criteria, if the terminating UE has registered more than one contact, the T-ADS in the SCC AS may use all those contacts to setup a session by splitting the medias among the conacts for that session. T he SCC AS shall follow the SCC AS roles for call termination procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.292 [2] subclause 10.4 with the following additions.
Editor’s Note: It is FFS how SCC AS is aware of what access technologies the UE has employed to register and the capabilities of those access technologies.

Editor’s Note: It is FFS what information the SCC AS needs to include in the SIP INVITE requests for the SCSCF to be able to distinguish the contacts when forwarding the requests.

Editor’s Note: It is FFS what information the SCC AS includes in the SIP INVITE requests for the UE to correlate the different requests as one session.
