Actions at the AS serving the originating UE
4.5.5.2.1
General

The procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4] for an AS acting as a routing B2BUA apply with additions described in the subclauses below.

If the initial INVITE originated from the served user includes a Supported header with "early-session" option-tag and the AS supports the "early-session" extension as described in RFC 3959 [7], the AS shall based on operator policy follow the procedures in subclause 4.5.5.2.2 to provide CAT service. The procedures in subclause 4.5.5.2.3 shall not be used if there are intermediates in the network that do not understand the procedures.

AS Actions for CAT stop

Upon receipt of the specific DTMF digit for CAT stop, the AS instructs the MRF to stop the media for the CAT service.
Upon receipt of the specific DTMF digit for CAT restart, the AS instructs the MRF to restart the media for the CAT service.
