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1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank SA2 for their LS in S2-094237 on QCI concept interpretation. CT1 has discussed the assumptions raised by SA2 and has made some changes to fulfil the requirements.

Based on the discussion paper C1-092868, CT1 has reached the following agreements:

1. Handling of the unknown QCI in the UE side

When the UE receives an unknown QCI from the network side, the UE shall map the received QCI onto one of the values in [1..9] range and continue with the current procedure. CT1 would also like to remind SA2 that the network will not recognize the QCI mis-alignment in this case.
2. Handling of the unknown QCI in the network side
The network shall reject the request from the UE, if there is an unknown QCI included. A new reject cause is introduced in CT1 to inform the UE about the unknown QCI.

CT1 has made the corresponding changes in the NAS stage 3 specification, TS 24.301.
