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1. Introduction
In order to ensure proper interworking between the UE and the network, it must be possible for the UE and the network to learn of each other's capability to support LCS procedures. This contribution proposes a mechanism by which the UE and the network may learn of each other's capabilities. It enhances the UE network capability IE defined in TS 24.301 to include this additional information. 
2. Reason for Change
Without this mechanism, it will not be possible for the UE and the network to learn of each other's capability to support the LCS procedures.
