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1. Overall Description:

CT1 have discussed the inter PLMN handover scenario discussed by RAN2 at RAN2#66bis and RAN2#67 meetings and RAN2’s decision to have the newly selected PLMN identity indicated in the NAS Tracking Area Accept message. 
Related to this issue, CT1 would like to bring a new scenario to RAN2’s attention: When ISR is activated in a configuration where the E-UTRAN is shared by several operators and the UE is handed over from UTRAN to E-UTRAN to its old tracking area, the PLMN identity for the E-UTRAN target cell (PLMN_B) is selected by the source RNC. This PLMN identity can be different from the identity of the currently registered PLMN known in the UE (PLMN_A), so no Tracking Area Update procedure would be triggered as the UE is unaware that the PLMN has changed to PLMN_B as a result of the handover.
CT1 have come to the conclusion that the alternative in NAS layer as previously decided by RAN2 would not address this new scenario. Also CT1 are of the opinion that an alternative in AS layer is necessary for Release8.
2. Actions:
To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks RAN2 group to take into account the information above and provide the newly selected PLMN identity in AS layer as a result of the handover to E-UTRAN.
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
