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1. Overall Description:

CT WG1 has discussed a proposal to provide the capability for the operator to enable/disable ICS functionality in the UE using OMA Device Management from release 8.

The background behind this proposal is that currently the ICS stage 3 specifications (TS 24.292) assume that when the UE supports ICS (ICS UE) that ICS is always supported by the network. In particular TS 24.292 states that when the ICS UE originates a CS call using Gm reference point, the ICS UE shall send a SIP INVITE request towards the IM CN subsystem and that this SIP INVITE request which is addressed to the called party contain SDP for establishing a CS call for media instead of proceeding with CS call setup according to TS 24.008. 
If ICS is not supported by the home network then there will be no SCC AS to intercept this SIP INVITE and indicate back to the ICS UE that the UE should establish the call via the CS domain. Also, unless the network takes steps using some intermediary to reject this SIP INVITE request it will be routed all the way to the called party where the called party could either reject the SIP INVITE or attempt to establish a CS domain call back to the calling party depending on whether it understands the SDP contained in the SIP INVITE request.
It was proposed that OMA Device Management be used to indicate to the UE whether ICS is enabled for this UE however it was commented in CT1 that including this capability in the Selective Disabling of UE Management Object required a stage 1 requirement and possibly stage 2 work as well 
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
CT WG1 asks SA WG1 to provide guidance as follows:
1. Can network operators ensure that ICS capable UEs will only be used in networks where ICS is supported?
2. Is there a requirement to be able to enable/disable the ICS feature in the UE using the Selective Disabling of UE Management Object or some other means and if so from what release does such a requirement exist?
SA WG1 is requested to consider the above issues and to provide feedback to CT WG1 and SA WG 2 and if necessary to update the appropriate stage 1 specification(s).
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
