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1. Overall Description:

TS 23.237 9.2.0, subclause 6.3.1.2 does not contain any access transfer procedures for an SC UE without ICS UE capabilities that has one or more held sessions and no active session, when the MSC Server assisted mid-call feature is used i.e. the held sessions are lost in this scenario although at least one could be transferred.
A possible solution of this scenario discussed in 3GPP CT1 is that the SCC AS:
- uses the SIP dialog created by the access transfer request as the target access leg of the held session; and

- ensures that the negotiated SDP media are put on hold.
2. Actions:

To 3GPP TSG SA WG2 group.

ACTION: 
3GPP CT1 would like to ask 3GPP SA2 whether a solution to this issue needs to be standardised in Rel-9 and if so, to specify these procedures in TS 23.237.
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
