	The behavior of the MS when receiving the reject  cause code #25 for a CSG entry that occurs in the Operator CSG list is not currently specified. Since the Operator CSG list is read only, the MS cannot simply remove the CSG entry from the Operator CSG list as is the case for the Allowed CSG list. 
Instead what is needed is as follows:

· For Automatic mode defined in 3.1A, a mechanism needs to be defined to ensure the MS does not repeatedly access the CSG cell after the MS has been rejected at a CSG entry in the Operator CSG list. When the MS receives a cause code #25 for a CSG ID contained in the Operator CSG list, the MS shall consider the CSG ID as forbidden for an implementation dependent time or until the MS is switched off. As such the NAS shall not include the CSG ID in the list of CSG identities provided to the AS for use in cell selection and cell reselection
· For manual mode defined in 3.1A, if the MS indicates to the user that the MS is a member of the CSG cell after the MS has been rejected at a CSG entry in the Operator CSG list, then the user will be confused if they are rejected from the CSG and yet if they perform manual selection again, the MS indicates that they are still a member. As such, to avoid a poor user experience, the MS shall not indicate that this CSG ID is in the Operator CSG List.
In addition, the description of how the Operator CSG list and Allowed CSG list are retrieved from the USIM or ME is written in a way that indicates that both are always stored in the same place which is not correct, for example, the Allowed CSG list may be on the USIM and the Operator CSG list may be updated according to TS 24.285.

In manual mode, the MS will repeatedly attempt to access the CSG cell after the MS has been rejected; while in automatic mode the MS will incorrectly indicate to the user for manual CSG selection that the MS is a member of the CSG which could lead to confusion and a poor user experience when the MS is repeatedly rejected for registration.

CSG selection / restriction

If the MS supports CSG, it is provisioned with an Allowed CSG List and an Operator CSG List each of which comprises a list of allowed CSG identities and associated PLMN identities. Each list can be retrieved either from  the USIM if the list is available in the USIM or as described in 3GPP TS 24.285 [47] if the list is not available in the USIM. These lists have zero or more entries. 
There are two modes of CSG selection:

-
Automatic mode: This mode utilizes the Allowed CSG list and the Operator CSG list. After a PLMN is selected, the MS camps on a cell in that PLMN only if the cell is either not a CSG cell or it is a CSG cell with a CSG identity that is in the Allowed CSG list or in the Operator CSG List. The idle mode procedures of NAS are not impacted by this mode.

-
Manual mode: In this mode, the MS indicates to the user the list of available CSGs and the associated PLMNs. The list of CSGs presented to the user is not restricted by the Allowed CSG list and the Operator CSG List stored in the MS. After the user makes a selection, the MS camps on a cell with the selected CSG identity and attempts to register with the associated PLMN.
If a message with cause value #25 (see 3GPP TS 24.008 [23] and 3GPP TS 24.301 [23A]) is received by an MS then the following applies:

-
The NAS shall remove the CSG ID from the Allowed CSG list, if present in the Allowed CSG List; and

-
For a CSG ID present in the Operator CSG list, then for an implementation dependent time, until the MS is switched off, the SIM/USIM is removed, or the Operator CSG list is updated:

-
The NAS shall not include this CSG ID and the associated PLMN in the list of Allowed CSG identities and associated PLMN identities provided to the AS;
-
In CSG manual mode selection, the MS shall not indicate that this CSG ID and the associated PLMN is in the Operator CSG List stored in the MS.
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
