4.6.1
Communication session Hold (HOLD)

Note: In the case of CRS service is continued after the communication is answered, whether the CRS will also be hold or not when user requests HOLD depends on user’s preferences and capability of terminating UE.

Termiantion Identification Restriction (TIR)

Communication Diversion (CDIV)
The CRS service of the calling party, diverting party or divert-to party shall be applied to the session, based on operator policy.  
4.6.7.1
CFNR

The CRS service of the calling party or diverting party shall be applied to the session until the CFNR timer expires. Upon the CFNR timer expiring, the calling party, diverting party or divert-to party shall be applied to the session, based on operator policy.
4.6.8
Message Waiting Indication (MWI)
No impact, i.e. neither service shall affect the operation of the other service.
4.6.9
Communication Barring (CB)

No impact, i.e. neither service shall affect the operation of the other service.
4.6.10
Communication Waiting (CW)
The Communication Waiting alert, or the CRS service of calling party or called party whose audio information is replaced by the communication waiting indication shall be applied, based on operator policy.
4.6.11
Explicit Communication Transfer (ECT)
The CRS service of calling or transferor shall be applied depending on operator setting before the call is transferring. 
Upon the ECT service is invoked, the CRS service of calling party, transferor or transfer target shall be applied depending on operator setting.

Completion of Communications to Busy Subscriber (CCBS)
