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1. Overall Description:

In TS 23.271, it is stated that the MME shall include the eNodeB Identity in the Location Request message sent to the E-SMLC. CT4 has currently defined the E-CGI (ie, serving cell) in the LCS-AP Location Request message, with the eNodeB Identity being a component of the E-CGI.
CT4 understands there may be some confusion regarding whether the MME will actually send the E-CGI or only the eNodeB Identity.

It is CT4’s preference to receive the E-CGI in the LCS-AP Location Request, since it removes the need for a separate LPP/LPPa transaction in order to determine the serving cell. However, CT4 is unaware if a technical reason exists that would cause the MME to not have the ability to send the E-CGI in the LCS-AP Location Request.

Therefore, CT4 requests clarification on exactly what should be defined in the LCS-AP Location Request - E-CGI or only eNodeB Identity.
