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	Reason for change:
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	It is not clear how the UE handles “equivalent PLMNs" list during ISR activation, where no further RAU and TAU procedures are required during inter-RAT mobility of the UE into the same RAI and TAI.

For ISR case with different PLMN in 2G/3G and LTE: UE updates its ePLMN list based on the ePLMN list it receives from either SGSN or MME based on whether it last performed RAU or TAU and ISR was activated. After that the UE moves between RA and TA without performing RAU/TAU. If the “equivalent PLMN list” stored in UE is different based on whether it last performed a TAU or RAU, the PLMN selection procedure for UE in idle mode when the UE moves out of the admitted RA and TA will be different based on whether the UE last performed TAU or RAU.  This is undesirable. Also requiring the UE to store a separate ePLMN list for 2G/3G and one for LTE when ISR is activated will not be backwards compatible with Rel-8 UE.  Hence, in a properly functioning system, the ePLMN list provided by SGSN and MME should be properly coordinated to lead to the creation of the same ePLMN list in the UE.
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	In shared networks and if ISR is activated, the UE shall consider the list of equivalent PLMNs last provided by the tracking area updating procedure or the routing area update procedure as valid.

	The UE needs to maintain 2 different lists of equivalent PLMNs which is not backwards compatible with previour versions of the specification.

Equivalent PLMNs list

The UE shall store a list of equivalent PLMNs. These PLMNs shall be regarded by the UE as equivalent to each other for PLMN selection and cell selection/re-selection. The same list is used by EMM, GMM and MM.

The UE shall update or delete this list at the end of each attach or combined attach or tracking area updating or combined tracking area updating procedure. The stored list consists of a list of equivalent PLMNs as downloaded by the network plus the PLMN code of the registered PLMN that downloaded the list. When the UE is switched off, it shall keep the stored list so that it can be used for PLMN selection after switch on. The UE shall delete the stored list if the USIM is removed. The maximum number of possible entries in the stored list is 16.

In shared networks and if ISR is activated, the UE shall consider the list of equivalent PLMNs last provided by the tracking area updating procedure or the routing area update procedure as valid.
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
