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	TS 23.060 Section 5.3.8 clearly states the following regarding the “IMS voice over PS supported indication”: The serving PLMN uses this indicator to indicate to the UE whether it can expect a successful IMS voice over PS session, when the UTRAN Iu mode is used. However, the specification of the values of the indication in section 10.5.5.23 seem asymmetric in that value “0” states that IMS VoIP is not supported in Iu or A/Gb mode where as value “1” states that IMS VoIP is supported in Iu mode. Assuming the text is supposed to cover combi 2G/3G SGSN, if “1” is returned to a UE in A/Gb mode, it should be considered by the UE as IMS VoIP not supported.
This is similar for the case of emergency where TS 23.060 section 5.10.2.1 states: Support for Packet Core (GPRS and EPS) emergency bearer services over GERAN networks is not included in this Release…..but the format for the specification of the “emergency bearer services indicator” in TS 24.008 has been copied from the “IMS VoIP indication”.
