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1. Overall Description

RAN2 thanks SA2 for the LS R2-100884_S2-100939, Solving the problem of PLMN mismatch in Kasme during the emergency call setup when UE is in limited service mode.  As requested in the LS, RAN2 agreed to remove the MME/PLMN selection function in the eNB.  RAN2 specifications now only provide one bit indication available in SIB1 in LTE, to indicate that at least one of the PLMNs of the cell supports IMS Emergency calls for UEs in limited service mode as follows:

Indicates whether the cell supports IMS emergency bearer services for UEs in limited service mode. If absent, IMS emergency call is not supported by the network in the cell for UEs in limited service mode.


This then requires a UE in limited service mode to retry multiple times in different PLMNs to get IMS Emergency call service in network sharing scenarios and when the UE chooses the PLMN which does not support emergency call. RAN2 considers the potential small increase in call setup delay of the order of a few hundred of milliseconds acceptable for the network sharing scenario.
Hence RAN2 kindly asks CT1 to capture in CT1 specifications that UE shall attempt Emergency Attach in a different PLMN if the Emergency Attach is rejected by a PLMN in network sharing scenario.  RAN2 understands that TS 24.301 already captures that if the MME does not support an attach for emergency bearer services, the MME shall reject any request to attach with an attach type set to "EPS emergency attach".  

RAN2 will also like to confirm that with the removal of the eNB based MME/PLMN selection, the concern raised about the possibility of a TAU failure in certain network sharing scenarios in LS R2-100013/CP-091060 LS on use of emergency cause value for TAU does not apply anymore.
2. Actions
To CT1: 
RAN2 kindly asks CT1 to capture in CT1 specifications that UE shall attempt Emergency Attach in a different PLMN if the Emergency Attach is rejected by a PLMN in network sharing scenario.
