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Action/Decision Requested:

SC EMTEL is pleased to present to you a stable draft of ETSI TS 102 900, ‘EU-Alert using Cell Broadcast’.
It is expected that this TS will affect 3GPP TS 22.268, PWS Requirements and 3GPP TS 23.041, Technical realization of Cell Broadcast Service (CBS).

The requirements for this TS are derived from the requirements of an EC project, consisting of delegates of over 10 EU member states that have started, or are looking into deploying a Public Warning System based on Cell Broadcast. The generic PWS name across the EU is EU-Alert.

The draft TS contains a section on allocation of Message Identifiers for all official European languages. At this moment it is an informative annex. EMTEL is considering making this annex a normative annex or moving the table into the main body of the specification subject to your reply to this LS.
A normative annex would have the consequence that the table will not be proposed as a CR to be included in 3GPP TS 23.041 and that individual 3GPP members will need to request allocation of Message Identifiers from ETSI EMTEL on an ad hoc basis, each time when a language needs to be added.
EMTEL kindly asks CT1 what their preference is for documenting and maintaining the table of EU-Alert Message identifiers.

For example, is CT1 happy to take on this task which will require additional message identifiers to be added for other countries as time goes on ?

Alternatively, CT1 may wish to assign secondary responsibility to ETSI EMTEL for a range of Message identifiers for EU-Alert in a similar way to the assignment of 000 to 999 decimal to GSMA.
