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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG GERAN would like to inform 3GPP TSG CT WG1 that it has approved conditionally a work item to introduce GERAN sharing, using a multiple operator core network (MOCN) solution. The proposed solution is to broadcast on the radio interface a Common PLMN ID, without introducing any PLMN list. This mechanism relies on a BSC of a shared GERAN routing all signalling between a mobile station and the core network, in a similar way than MOCN does for UTRAN/E-UTRAN. Support of GWCN is out of the scope of the work item.
However potential problems falling within 3GPP TSG CT WG1 terms of reference were identified, should the Common PLMN ID be on a GERAN mobile station’s forbidden (PLMN) list or should the mobile station be redirected to a forbidden PLMN. The magnitude of such problems may be significantly larger, with several billions of legacy GSM mobile stations in active use at the time this could be deployed, than it was when introduced (as a mandatory feature) in UTRAN in Rel-6.

Before 3GPP TSG GERAN proceeds with approving the work item, the feasibility of the proposed solution taking into account the problems it may need to be assessed by 3GPP TSG CT WG1.
