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Introduction

In this contribution, we outline several inaccuracies in the device description frameworks (DDF) of Allowed CSG List Management Object in [1] and propose the following corrections to be made in the specification.

Proposed Changes in Allowed CSG List MO
· Correcting grammatical errors in DDF
· Add </Node>, <Node> in front of <NodeName>OperatorCSGEntries</NodeName>, in line 98.

· Remove space in < ZeroOrOne>, in line 102.

· Remove spaces in <NodeName> HNB_Name </NodeName>, <NodeName> CSG Type </NodeName>
· Replace <DFType> <node/> </DFType>, in line 25, 53, 104, and 132, and <DFType/>, in line 34, 62, 113, 141, with <DFType> <MIME>text/plain</MIME> </DFType>. According to the definition of DFType in the DTD, <!ELEMENT DFType (MIME+ | DDFName)>, DFType can be either one or more MIME or DDFname.

· Adding Ext? node under <X>
· To allow vendor extensions, a practice recommended by OMA [2], an interior node Ext is added under <X> to host additional nodes defined by vendors. Note that Ext? can be found in all other 3GPP MOs registered at OMA, such as IMS, Communication Continuity, User Equipment Capabilities, Network Preference, or Media Adaptation.
Proposal
Current DDF cannot pass the validation test and vendor-specific nodes cannot be attached to the tree. We ask CT1 to review the proposed changes and take necessary measures to correct the problems in the MO.
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
