	TS 22.220 s5.4.2 says about the storage of the HNB Name:

“-
The HNB Name may be stored in the USIM. If the HNB Name stored on the USIM is available, it shall take precedence over the broadcasted HNB Name.

-
The HNB Name may be stored optionally in the ME. If the HNB Name is present in the USIM, the HNB Name in the ME shall be ignored. If the HNB Name is present in the Operator CSG list, a HNB Name present in the Allowed CSG list shall be ignored.”
CT1(#64, May10) have introduced the optional storage of the broadcast HNB Name in the Allowed CSG list by the UE from e.g. s5.5.1.2.4 attach accepted by the network:
“If the UE has initiated the attach procedure due to manual CSG selection and receives an ATTACH ACCEPT message; and the UE sent the ATTACH REQUEST message in a CSG cell, the UE shall check if the CSG ID of the cell is contained in the Allowed CSG list. If not, the UE shall add that CSG ID to the Allowed CSG list and the UE may add the HNB Name (if provided by lower layers) to the Allowed CSG list if the HNB Name is present in neither the Operator CSG list nor the Allowed CSG list.”

Point A: If we now consider this in conjunction with Annex C, since the ACL shall be stored on the USIM if the ACL is present there, the broadcast HNB Name would be stored on the USIM.
We do not see any relevance to store the broadcast HNB Name on the USIM (if no HNB Name already present on the USIM) for the following reasons:
a) No Stage1 requirement related;
b) In case the broadcast HNB Name has changed since the previous storage of it on the USIM, the stored broadcast Name would have precedence over the newly (and latest) broadcast Name e.g. at the display (according to Stage1 display requirements), which is not correct because the latest broadcast HNB Name should have precedence over a previous broadcast HNB Name;
c) The broadcast HNB Name if available in System Information should always be indicated by lower layers, so for  manual CSG selection, the information provided by lower layers would be used, thus avoiding the problem as stated in bullet b).
Point B: Annex C does not consider that the (broadcast) HNB Name shall not be stored in ACL of the ME if a HNB Name is already present in the OCL.

Point C: In case the currently broadcast HNB Name differs from the previously stored in the ACL in the ME, the former as per being the most up-to-date provided by the operator has precedence and may be stored.

Annex C (normative):
Storage of EMM information

The following EMM parameters shall be stored on the USIM if the corresponding file is present:

-
GUTI;

-
last visited registered TAI;
-
EPS update status;

-
Allowed CSG list except HNB Name;
-
Operator CSG list; and

-
EPS security context parameters from a full native EPS security context (see 3GPP TS 33.401 [19]).

The presence and format of corresponding files on the USIM is specified in 3GPP TS 31.102 [17].

If the corresponding file is not present on the USIM, these EMM parameters except allowed CSG list are stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME together with the IMSI from the USIM. The allowed CSG list is stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME if the UE supports CSG selection. These EMM parameters can only be used if the IMSI from the USIM matches the IMSI stored in the non-volatile memory; else the UE shall delete the EMM parameters.
If the HNB Name is not present in the Operator CSG list, the HNB Name provided by lower layers may be stored in the allowed CSG list in a non-volatile memory in the ME. Also if the HNB Name currently provided by lower layers differ from the one stored in the allowed CSG list in the ME, the HNB Name currently provided by lower layers shall be stored in the allowed CSG list in the ME.
The following EMM parameter shall be stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME together with the IMSI from the USIM:

TIN.
This EMM parameter can only be used if the IMSI from the USIM matches the IMSI stored in the non-volatile memory of the ME; else the UE shall delete the EMM parameter.
If the UE is attached for emergency bearer services, the UE shall not store the EMM parameters described in this annex on the USIM or in non-volatile memory. Instead the UE shall temporarily store these parameters locally in the ME and the UE shall delete these parameters when the UE is detached.
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
