	Depending on the HPLMN operator's voice preferences and the UE mode of operation, a UE is required to register with the IMS in order to obtain voice services. 

In addition, since SIP sessions can be constucted with "audio" mediatype but without codecs suited for voice, a UE only registers if it has codecs suited for voice.

A UE shall generate a REGISTER request, if all the following conditions are met:

1)
if the UE is operating in PS mode 1 or in CS/PS mode 1 (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [8J]);

2)
if the UE has been configured as "IMS PS Voice only". The 3GPP IMS Management Object (see 3GPP TS 24.167 [8A]) can provide such an indication;
3)
if the UE is capable of receiving any (but not necessarily all) of the media types which the CS domain supports, such that the media type can also be used when accessing the IM CN subsystem using the current IP-CAN; 
4)
if the UE supports codecs for (conversational) speech if the media type of item 2 is a "audio" media type; and
5)
if the UE has not registered a contact against the public user identity using the IP-CAN, either implicitly or explicitly, such that this contact is expected to be used for the delivery of incoming requests in the IM CN subsystem relating to the media of item 3. The UE can determine using the subscription to the reg event package (see RFC 5628 [94]) if a public user identity for the user of the UE is or isn't registered with the IM CN Subsystem (see subclause 5.1.2.1);
6)
if the IMSVoPS indicator, received the EPS network feature support information element (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [8J]), and the  IMSVoPS indicator indicates voice is supported.
NOTE 1:
if the UE is not attached to the home PLMN, the subscriber might be billed for sending the REGISTER request.
NOTE 2:
Regardless of the above conditions, a UE might attempt to register with the IM CN Subsystem at any other time.
