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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 discussed LS C1-102566 and possible solutions how to achieve the requested behaviour ("an operator should have the option to disable the use of SIP signaling compression (sigcomp)") but was unable to reach conclusion. 
3GPP CT1 was unable to determine what requirements relate to the operator's option to disable the use of SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) in the following aspects:

1) it was not clear which operator has the option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp). When UE roams, several operators serve the UE. The following use cases apply:

a) UE uses the visited access network, P-CSCF in visited network and S-CSCF in home network - does the visited network operator have the option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) or does the home network operator have the option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) or both?

b) UE uses the visited access network, P-CSCF in home network and S-CSCF in home network - does the operator of the visited access network have the option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) or does the home network operator have the option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) or both?

2) it was not clear whether the operator's option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) applies: 


- in LTE only; or


- in LTE, GERAN and UTRAN.
If the operator's option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) applies in LTE only, then since UE can frequently move between LTE and GERAN/UTRAN, the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) would need to be frequently turned off and on. Some companies perceived such frequent SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) turn on/off as difficult to achieve.
