The UE performs the same procedures described in subclause 5.2.2.3 with the following exceptions:

-
If there is an existing security association with the HA, the UE shall skip the procedure of security association set up with the HA;

-
The UE shall set the O (Overwrite) flag to 0;

-
The UE shall not include an Alternate CoA option in the Binding Update;

-
The UE shall not include an IPv4 Care of Address option in the Binding Update. 

The UE shall send the Binding Update through the added access.

In addition, the UE extends the Binding Update with the following options (see IETF RFC 5648 [x1], draft‑ietf‑mext‑flow‑binding [x2] and draft‑ietf‑mext‑binary‑ts [x3]):

-
If the UE is connected to the home link and no BID for the home link is registered with the HA, the UE shall insert a BID mobility option. The BID mobility option fields are those  indicated in IETF RFC 5648 [x1] for home binding;

-
The UE shall set the BID-PRI field to assign the priority to the BID as indicated in draft-ietf-mext-flow-binding [x2]; 

-
The UE shall perform a binding registration for the Care-of address received from the added access including a BID identifier mobility option in the Binding Update as specified in IETF RFC 5648 [x1]:

-
The UE shall set the BID-PRI field to assign the priority to the BID as indicated in draft‑ietf‑mext‑flow‑binding [x2];  

-
For each routing rule that the UE wants to register with the HA, the UE shall include a FID mobility option containing one or more traffic selectors as specified in draft-ietf-mext-flow-binding [x2]. Traffic selectors are defined in draft‑ietf‑mext-binary-ts [x3].

-
The UE shall set the FID field to an arbitrary value;

-
The UE shall set the FID-PRI field to assign the priority to the BID as indicated in draft‑ietf‑mext‑flow‑binding [x2];

-
The UE shall include a Binding Reference suboption as defined in draft-ietf-mext-flow-binding [x2]. The value assigned to the BID identifies the routing address that the UE wants to use to exchange the packets matching the routing filters;

-
If the UE wants to keep the routing filters registered, the UE shall include a flow summary mobility options listing the values of the FIDs identifying the routing filter that the UE wants to keep registered, as indicated in draft-ietf-mext-flow-binding [x2].       

The handling of the received Binding Acknowledgement is the same as specified in subclause 5.1.2.4. In addition, the UE handles the FID and BID mobility options and the flow summary mobility option as specified in IETF RFC 5648 [x1], draft-ietf-mext-flow-binding [x2] and draft-ietf-mext-binary-ts [x3].
