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1. Overall Description:

CT WG1 understands that SA2 have the following statement in their stage 2 TS for CSFB, TS 23.272 (Rel-8):

The ICS architecture as defined in TS 23.292 [25] shall be able to co-exist with utilising CS Fallback as the CS domain in the same operator's network.

CT WG1 agreed on a set of CRs at CT1#64 to TS 24.292 in Rel-8 and Rel-9 to replace the use of mobile originating CSFB procedures for session terminations towards an ICS UE, where procedures existed for the UE to use PS signaling to control CS bearers.  It is CT1’s understanding that the UE is unaware of the handover decisions in the network, i.e.:

· the PS bearers may be or may not be handed over to the target network;

· PS bearers may be suspended when handing over to GERAN (no DTM).
Another set of CRs, using I1 over CS (Rel-9) or Gm over PS after CSFB to control CS bearers, was postponed. CT1 asks SA2 to confirm if CSFB procedures apply also to the case where PS HO is supported and if the conditions requiring the UE to execute the GPRS suspend procedure in the new RAT are not met.

CT WG1 kindly asks SA WG2 to confirm if:

· after performing CSFB procedures, the UE can send PS data (without using the CS domain services before sending the PS data);

· the CSFB procedure can be enhanced so that the UE indicates that it wishes to fall back to an access network where the UE would be able use CS services and PS services in parallel.

CT WG1 kindly asks SA WG2 to confirm if CSFB procedures apply to an I1 enabled UE and I1 enabled network, where the UE uses I1 after CSFB.
2. Actions:

To S2 group.

ACTION: 
CT WG1 asks S2 group to confirm:

· if CSFB procedures apply also to the case where PS HO is supported and if the conditions requiring the UE to execute the GPRS suspend procedure in the new RAT are not met;

· after performing CSFB procedures, the UE can send PS data (without using the CS domain services before sending the PS data);

· procedure can be enhanced so that the UE indicates that it wishes to fall back to an access network where the UE would be able use CS services and PS services in parallel;

· if CSFB procedures apply to an I1 enabled UE and network, where the UE uses I1 after CSFB.
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
