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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks OMA DM for their LS “Regarding Interoperability between Client and Server” (LS‑OMA_871) and would like to ask OMA DM further information on OMA DM protocol.
Until now, the CT1 used the followed model for ensuring the backward compatibility:

1) The management object defined in a release (e.g. Rel-9) is the one defined for previous release (e.g. Rel-8) with additional leaves and nodes. The MOID is the same for both releases.
2) If the OMA DM client supports later release (e.g. Rel-9), and the OMA DM server supports earlier release (e.g. Rel-8), the data of the leaves and nodes defined in the earlier release can be accessed and eventually changed in the OMA DM client through the OMA DM client-server interaction. Any data in OMA DM client in nodes or leaves defined only in later release will not affect the OMA DM client-server interaction.
Based on the received LS, CT1 understanding is that the above approach is incorrect and that 2 MOs differing in a node or more have to be identified by MOID with a different number in version part. CT1 highlights that CT1 frequently adds parameters to the MO so if MOID is required to change after every parameter adding, CT1 will have a lot of MOIDs for each MO.
Concering the interworking between MOs identified by MOIDs differing in version part (e.g. urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-csg:1.1 and urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-csg:1.0), CT1 has  the following questions: 
· How is the interoperability achieved between OMA DM client and OMA DM server supporting MO with MOIDs differing in version part (e.g. urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-csg:1.1 and urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-csg:1.0)?
· Are the data provisioned to OMA DM client using a MO identified by an MOID (e.g. urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-csg:1.1) accessible by an OMA DM server using MO identified by MOID differing in version part (urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-csg:1.0)? 
2. Actions:

To OMA-DM group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks OMA DM to:  
-  provide feedback to the model for ensuring the backward compatibility which CT1 used so far; and

-  if the model for ensuring the backward compatibility which CT1 used so far does not work, then provide feedback to the questions above.
