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1. Overall Description:

CT1 have been discussing what the behavior of an IMS Centralised Services (ICS) UE, ICS UE using I1 or Service Continuity (SC) UE should be when the session origination fails. e.g. 
i) the ICS UE originates a session using Gm for a voice call that is subsequently rejected by the network because e.g. a SIP timer expired or SDP was changed as allowed by RFC3264 section 6 by the SCC;
ii) the ICS UE originates a session using I1 for a voice call and the serving network does not support I1 or the SCC AS I1 application does not respond;
iii) SC UE originates a session for a voice call over PS that is subsequently rejected by the network because there is e.g. insufficient bandwidth as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 section 6.2, timer time out etc.  
CT1 are aware that 3GPP TS 22.101 subclause 7.2.1 specifies that fallback to speech shall be supported, for CS multimedia calls however there is no explicit text exists that defines what the behavior of the UE should be for scenarios i) to iii) listed above.  
In addition for scenario 3) the UE, it allowed, would result in doing a domain selection.

2. Actions:

To 3GPP TSG SA WG1 group.

ACTION: 
SA1  identify from a service level perspective for scenarios i) to iii) if the UE should fallback and originate a speech call as is currently specified for CS multimedia calls.
To 3GPP TSG SA WG2 group.

ACTION: 
SA2 confirm that for scenario iii), if call origination in one domain fails should the UE re-attempt the call in a different domain subject to any policies by the operator
