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1. Introduction
Based on the stage2 TS 23.237 subclause 4.3.3:
The SCC AS may include the following information into the call establishment signaling when an ATCF is used:

-
ATU-STI; and

-
C-MSISDN.

The above information is carried in SIP messages (specified in the information flows) providing the necessary details. 

The ATU-STI is a routable address pointing to the SCC AS. It could either be dynamically allocated (for each session) or statically allocated (for the SCC AS). 
And the C-MSISDN is bound to the IMS Private User Identity and stored in the user profile in the HSS. So the C-MSISDN is a static number.
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2. Solution:
1) Static ATU-STI and C-MSISDN:
Both static ATU-STI and C-MSISDN are static numbers; they are allocated per SCC AS/UE. The SCC AS doesn't need to transfer them to the ATCF during every session setup procedures. Since they are static allocated, they can be transferred during the registration instead. The reg-event package needs extension to include the static ATU-STI and C-MSISDN. 
2) Dynamic ATU-STI:
The dynamic ATU-STI is allocated for each session. As specified in Rel-8 24.237:
Dynamic STI: An STI dynamically assigned by the SCC AS, representing the SIP dialog identifier (Call-ID header field and the values of tags in To and From header fields) and used for session transfer request when Gm service control is available.

The usage of Rel-10 dynamic ATU-STI is the same with Rel-8 dynamic STI. Hence the dynamic ATU-STI should also represent the SIP dialog identifier. Hence it can be automatically transferred by the SCC AS to the ATCF during the session setup.  
3. Conclusion:
It's recommend that the static ATU-STI and C-MSISDN can be transferred during the registration instead of session setup. If CT1 agree it as way forward, Huawei is happy to bring a CR and a possible LS to SA for clarification. 
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
