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Introduction

This contribution fulfils the following requirements in TS 23.237 related to routing incoming IMS session requests to a UE that is capable of becoming a Controller UE.
4.2.3
IUT Requirements

-
It shall be possible for a UE to indicate that it is capable to become a Controller UE.
-
It shall be possible, based on the terminating user's preferences, to route incoming IMS session requests to a UE that is capable of becoming a Controller UE.
6a.12
User authorisation and preferences
There are two different kinds of authorization in the IUT architecture:

Authorization by the SCC AS. The SCC AS responsibilities includes:
-
checking that the subscription allows the requested operation

-
enforcing network based user preferences, e.g. check whether other UEs shall be allowed to retrieve session information related to the UE.

......

If the user requires configuring IUT authorisation and preference settings to the SCC AS, this shall be possible via the Ut interface. The information that can be configured includes:
-
UEs authorised by the user to perform the IUT Media Control Related Procedures; and

-
authorisation for the SCC AS to preferentially route incoming session invitations from the remote party towards Controller capable UE(s). The user may additionally define criteria to determine whether to preferentially route incoming session invitations from the remote party towards Controller capable UE(s). It shall be possible to apply, for example, the following criteria and combinations of the following criteria to the incoming request:

-
Calling party identity (Public User Identity);

-
Called party identity used;

-
Identification of the Service (Service Identifier); and

-
Media types being offered in the incoming request.
The SCC AS shall take in account operator policy and the above user preferences when determining:
-
whether the UE is authorised to perform the Controller UE functions, and

-
whether to preferentially route incoming session requests from a remote party towards Controller capable UE(s).
Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to TR 24.837

Procedures and issues
4.1
General

4.1.1
Subscription to dialog events filtering

In order to reduce the number of redundant notifications when subscribing to dialog events using RFC 4235 [12] a filtering mechanism based on the mechanism defined in RFC 4661 [13] should be defined.
4.1.2
Routing incoming session requests to a UE that is capable of becoming a controller UE
In order to route incoming session request to IUT controller capable UEs the IUT controller capable UE includes the media feature tag  g.3gpp.iut-controller in the Contact header field of the SIP REGISTER request when registering, (this is already required Controller UE functionality in release 9). When the SCC AS receives an incoming initial session establishment request it checks the request against the following stored user preference criteria to see if collaborative sessions are enabled for this session:
-
URI in the P-Asserted-Identity header field
-
URI in the Request-URI
-
Any ICSI value in the Accept-Contact header field; and

-
Media types in the SDP offer.
If the stored user preference criteria indicates that collaborative sessions are enabled for this session then the SCC AS shall include the media feature tag  g.3gpp.iut-controller along with the explicit parameter in an Accept-Contact header field in the request before forwarding.
The UE configures the user preference criteria in the SCC AS using the Ut reference point.
Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether XCAP or HTML (e.g via a web browser) is used to configure the user preference in the SCC AS.
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
