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1. Discussion
When performing the access transfer using non ICS procedures, the SC UE and the SCC AS must independently determine which sessions were transferred as the access transfer INVITE request from MSC Server/MGW contains just static STN/STN-SR and does not contain dynamic session transfer identifier. 
24.237 currently does not ensure that SC UE and SCC AS reach the same results since:

Issue 1)
unless SCC AS anchors all sessions of the UE, the SC UE is not aware of which sessions are anchored in SCC AS serving the SC UE as described in C1-103856;

Issue 2)
the SCC AS does not know which session is "full duplex" (term used in 24.237) / "bi-directional" (term used in 23.237) speech session as raised in Barcelona in discussion to C1-103860.

Examples of error scenario are given in C1-103856 and C1-103860.
2. Possible solutions
2.1 Solution 1

in order to solve issue 2), SC UE indicates that the session is bi-directional speech session by inclusion of g.3gpp.at feature tag in Contact of INVITE request / response.

in order to solve issue 1), SCC AS indicates that the session is anchored in SCC AS by inclusion of g.3gpp.at feature tag in Record-Route of INVITE request / response sent towards the served UE.
NOTE: Record-Route sent towards the remote UE does NOT contain the g.3gpp.at feature tag.
Moreover, since additional access transfer related features (e.g. SRVCC from CS domain to E-UTRAN/UTRAN) may be defined later (e.g. SRVCC from CS domain to E-UTRAN/UTRAN), it would be advantageous to indicate the support of those features within the value of the g.3gpp.at feature tag. 
2.2 Solution 2

in order to solve issue 2), SC UE indicates that the session is bi-directional speech session by inclusion of g.3gpp.at feature tag in Contact of INVITE request / response.

in order to solve issue 1), SCC AS indicates that the session is anchored in SCC AS by inclusion of g.3gpp.atfocus feature tag in Contact of INVITE request / response sent towards the served UE.

NOTE 1:
Contact sent towards the remote UE does NOT contain the g.3gpp.atfocus feature tag.

NOTE 2:
the feature tag name used by SCC AS differs from the feature tag name used by SC UE to cover the case when both local UE and remote UE are SC UEs and there is no SCC AS in either side of the session

The feature tags value can be structured as in Solution 1.

4. Proposal

It is proposed to discuss and agree on a solution ensuring that the SC UE and the SCC AS reach the same results on which sessions were transferred during SRVCC or PS-CS access transfer.
