Removal of an access from a PDN connection

Editor’s note: This subclause will contain the UE and network procedures for access network removal. The procedure applies only when the UE and the network support IFOM and the UE enabled the IFOM capability. 
5.Z.1
General
The operations defined within subclause 5.Z apply to an IFOM capable UE configured for IFOM and a HA supporting IFOM.

The removal of an access from a PDN connection procedure is performed by a UE that has already established a PDN connection through multiple access networks and decides to remove one of the accesses from the PDN connection. This procedure extends the removal of an access from a PDN connection defined in 3GPP TS 24.303 [3] and applies to the following scenarios:

-
home link access network is removed and foreign link access network is maintained; 

-
foreign link access network is removed and home link access network is maintained; or

-
a foreing link access network is removed and a foreign link access network is maintained.

UE procedures

The UE performs the same procedures as described in 3GPP TS 24.303 [3] for removal of an access from a PDN connection.
