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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed the use case and the solution when a CSFB request is cancelled by the user/application. The discussed solution aims to allow the UE not to move to 2/3G but rather stays in LTE. This solution has some impacts on RRC.
Please note that this is valid for CSFB to 2/3G and 1xCSFB to CDMA2000®. The example is given here to CSFB to 2/3G.

The use case and solution CT1 discussed are;
· The user cancels CSFB request to initiate or receive a CS voice call, 
· The application indicates the cancellation request to NAS, 
· NAS informs AS about the cancellation request [the NAS PDU (carrying the Extended Service Request message) is sent by AS to the network],
· NAS waits till the AS indicates that the cancellation is accepted,
· NAS handles the cancellation request by performing a combined TAU procedure to simulate an immediate return and to un-suspend the EPS bearers in LTE/MME.
CT1 discussed that the AS could possibly handle a cancellation request by aborting the handover (e.g. by sending RRCConnectionReestablishmentRequest message to the eNB with an appropriate cause value) or by ignoring the redirection to 2G/3G in order to remain on LTE.
2. Actions:
