5.4.1
General

The DSMIPv6 detach is performed by the UE to close the DSMIPv6 session and the respective IKEv2 session or by the network to inform the UE that it does not have access to a specific PDN through DSMIPv6 any longer. After the DSMIPv6 detach procedure, the UE still has IP connectivity provided by the access network. The UE or the access network need not perform the access specific network detachment which is independent from DSMIPv6 detach procedure.
There are two explicit detach procedures:

-
UE-initiated detach procedure: in this case the UE performs a DSMIPv6 de-registration with the HA and closes the IKEv2 session.

-
HA-initiated detach procedure: in this case the HA informs the UE that the DSMIPv6 binding is no more valid. The UE shall then perform the network-initiated detach procedure.

Removal of foreign link from a PDN connection
In order to remove the foreign link access network from a PDN connection, the HA shall perform the network initiated detach procedure by sending a BRI message without a BID mobility option as described in subclause 5.4.3.1.
