	Reason for change:
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	According to LS C1-110043 (S2-106007) from SA2, SA2 discussed the problems on core network node selection in eNodeB, MME, and SGSN, and concluded on the following way forward:
For Release 10 Specifications:

- Explicit Indicator to indicate EPS / other 3GPP-RAT mobility shall be sent by UE in both AS and NAS messages

- eNodeB, MME and S4-SGSN may use these indicators in the core network node selection function

This CR provides necessary CT1 change to allow alignment with SA2 decision above.

During establishment of the PS signalling connection, in order to route the NAS message to an appropriate SGSN/MME, the MS NAS needs to provide the lower layers with additional indication on whether provided P-TMSI is mapped from GUTI or native.  


	
	

	Summary of change:
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	If INITIAL_UE_IDENTITY is P-TMSI, the MS NAS provides the lower layers with additional parameter P-TMSI type to indicate whether provided P-TMSI in RRC Connection Request is mapped from GUTI or native P-TMSI.

Establishment of the PS signalling connection (Iu mode only)

In order to route the NAS message to an appropriate SGSN, the MS NAS provides the lower layers with the routing parameter according to the following rules:

a)
if the TIN indicates "P-TMSI" or "RAT-related TMSI", and the MS holds a valid P-TMSI, the MS NAS shall provide the lower layers with the P-TMSI; in addition, the MS NAS shall provide P-TMSI type with value set to "native";

b)
if the TIN indicates "GUTI" and the MS holds a valid GUTI, the MS NAS shall provide the lower layers with the P-TMSI mapped from the GUTI (see 3GPP TS 23.003 [10]); in addition, the MS NAS shall provide P-TMSI type with value set to "mapped";
c)
if the TIN is not available and the MS holds a valid P-TMSI, the MS NAS shall provide the lower layers with the P-TMSI; in addition, the MS NAS shall provide P-TMSI type with value set to "native"; or

d)
if the TIN is not available and the MS holds a valid GUTI, but no valid P-TMSI, the MS NAS shall provide the lower layers with the P-TMSI mapped from the GUTI (see 3GPP TS 23.003 [10]); in addition, the MS NAS shall provide P-TMSI type with value set to "mapped".
