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1. Introduction
The name of the MO identifier is not currently proposed. This must be proposed in 3GPP and subsequently registered in OMA by the OMNA process.
2. Reason for Change
The current name (urn:oma:at:xxxxxxxx) is not vald and must be replaced before the MO can be  registered with OMNA.

The proposed name of the MO identifier for the NAS configuration MO is urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-nas-config:1.0.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.368 v1.0.1.

NAS configuration MO

The NAS configuration MO is used to manage configuration parameters related to NAS functionality for a UE supporting provisioning of such information.

The MO identifier is: "urn:oma:mo:xxxxxxxx".

The OMA DM Access Control List (ACL) property mechanism (see OMA-ERELD-DM-V1_2 [2]) may be used to grant or deny access rights to OMA DM servers in order to modify nodes and leaf objects of the NAS configuration MO.
