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This paper proposes a way forward for the CT1#69 and CT1#70 meetings for WID IMS_SC_eIDT.
The following procedures are proposed:

CT1#69 Meeting in Lubiljana:

· CT1#69 is the last meeting during which CRs to TR 24.837 will be agreed.

· At least procedures and call flows for all (still relevant) alternatives should be available as agreed CRs against TR 24.837 by the end of the meeting. 

· For those features for which a solution was already selected at the last meeting, related CRs against TS 24.237 should be provided by the interested companies, so that the material can be moved. Those features are:

· 4.2
Collaborative sessions between UEs of different subscriptions

· 4.7
Replication

· 4.9
Session Discovery

· 4.13
IUT without establishment of a collaborative session 

· All available CRs under the WID IMS_SC-eIDT will be treated once during the first days of the meeting (Monday / Tuesday). Delegates will be given time to provide revisions and have offline discussions during Wednesday.

· On Thursdays, after the first round of revisions, the following procedure should be applied:

1.  For every sub-feature, for which no solution has been selected, it will be asked, whether the meeting can agree on one of the available solutions to go forward. A short time of discussion will be given for each sub-feature.

2. If a conclusion is reached, the related alternative will be indicated as agreed and interested companies should prepare CRs against TS 24.237 for CT#70 (Salt Lake City)
3. SELECTION STEP 1: LEAVING ONLY TWO ALTERNATIVES PER SUB-FEATURE BETWEEN CT1#69 and CT1#70
If no conclusion is reached, an informal show of hands will be conducted in the following way:
· For every available alternative per sub-features, those delegates in support, will raise their hands

· Delegates should raise their hands only once per sub-feature, i.e. for a single alternative

· The shown hands will be counted and the two alternatives (per sub-feature), which got the most hands up, will be taken forward, i.e. the other alternatives will be marked as "not agreed".

· For the show of hands, every delegate in the room will have a single "vote", i.e. the hands are counted per person, not by company or any other way. If a company has several delegates in the room, every one of them will be allowed to raise her or his hand. This mechanism will work only if used by all companies in a fair manner. 

NOTE: This show of hands will be an informal way of gathering the view of the delegates in the room, i.e. the show of hands is in no way a formal vote. The result will not be binding in any formal way. Nevertheless delegates should be aware that progress can only be made based on consensus within the group and therefore the elimination of alternatives which get less support than others seems to be a feasible way to focus work on viable solutions.

NOTE: It was requested that it should also be possible to have a show of hands to find the level of opposition for the different alternatives. Although this would be a valid idea, it is proposed to do such an additional show of hands only if explicitly requested. The idea of the above proposed procedure to allow an easy way of progressing the most supported solutions. The process of finding these solutions should not be overly formalized and complicated. Therefore it should be tried to have only a single show-of-hands per solution.

4. Afterwards all remaining revisions will be handled.

5. TR 24.837 is "closed" after CT1#69.

CT1#70 Meeting in Salt Lake City:

· During CT1#70 no CRs against TR 24.837 will be accepted. All work should be done towards TS 24.237. Nevertheless, based on the outcome of the meeting, the rapporteur will provide one CR to CT1#70 which will update the TR with the agreements found during the meeting (e.g. conclusions on which alternatives to be taken forward) – this CR will not include technical additions or changes.
After CT1#70 meeting TR 24.837 should be 100% complete and will be provided to CT Plenary for approval.

· During CT1#70, work on IMS_SC_eIDT must be finished, i.e. all TS 24.237 CRs related to the WID must be agreed by CT1. Possibly there are other TS's also affected.
· For every alternative which is still under discussion, related TS 24.237 CRs should be provided by the interested companies. If no such CRs are available, the alternative is regarded as dropped, i.e. the other alternative will be agreed.

· All available CRs under the WID IMS_SC-eIDT will be treated once during the first days of the meeting (Monday / Tuesday). 

· On Tuesday evening those sub-features, for which no agreement was reached on which alternative to take forward, will be listed. A short, informal show of hands can be conducted, if requested, to get an impression of the support for the different alternatives. 
· On Thursday morning, all IMS_SC-eIDT revisions will be handled once, afterwards the following procedure should be applied:

SELECTION STEP 2: AGREEING A SINGLE SOLUTION FOR EACH SUB-FEATURE AT CT1#70

If no conclusion is reached, a informal show of hands will be conducted in the following way For every available alternative per sub-features, those delegates in support, will raise their hands

· Delegates should raise their hands only once per sub-feature, i.e. for a single alternative

· The shown hands will be counted and the alternatives (per sub-feature), which got the most hands up, will be taken forward, i.e. the related CR will be agreed to TS 24.237.

The same Notes as given above will apply.

· If it is not possible to reach a conclusion for one sub-feature, then the procedure will be repeated again on Thursday evening or Friday before lunch break. 

· It is proposed that the last show of hands will be accepted by all delegates as decisive for which alternative to agree into TS 24.237. This will avoid voting on plenary level.
