While a MS is roaming on a VPLMN, PLMN of the same country as VPLMN is defined as:


if the MCC of the current VPLMN is within the range 310 to 316, any PLMN in range 310 to 316 (networks in North America)

if the MCC of the current  VPLMN is within the range 234 to 235, any PLMN in range 234 to 235 (networks in the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland)


if the MCC of the current  VPLMN is within the range 404 to 406, any PLMN in range 404 to 406 (neworks in India)


if the MCC of the current  VPLMN is within the range 430 to 431, any PLMN in range 430 to 431 (networks in the United Arab Emirates)

if the MCC of the current  VPLMN is within the range 440 to 441, any PLMN in range 440 to 441 (networks in Japan)


if the MCC of the current  VPLMN is within the range 460 to 461, any PLMN in range 234 to 235 (networks in China)

otherwise, any PLMN with same MCC as the one of the current VPLMN itself.
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
