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Introduction

Currently TS 24.229 § 5.5.1 General, specifies the following regarding the Contact header to be used.
The MGCF shall use a GRUU referring to itself (as specified in RFC 5627 [93]) when inserting a contact address in a dialog establishing or target refreshing SIP message. This specification does not define how GRUUs are created by the MGCF; they can be provisioned by the operator or obtained by any other mechanism. A GRUU used by the MGCF when establishing a dialog shall remain valid for the lifetime of the dialog.

The MGCF shall handle requests addressed to its currently valid GRUUs when received outside of the dialog in which the GRUU was provided.

EXAMPLE: 
Upon receipt of an INVITE request addressed to a GRUU assigned to a dialog it has active, and containing a Replaces header field referencing that dialog, the MGCF will be able to establish the new call replacing the old one.

The “referring to itself” can be interpreted in such a way that it can cause problems i.e. for the OIR service.

Discussion

When the “referring to itself” is interpreted such that the “calling party address” information received in the incoming IAM is used to “refer to the MGCF” this will result in a Contact header containing the calling party address information i.e. the telephone number of the calling user will be visible in the contact header.

In case the calling user invoked the CLIR service in the PSTN/ISDN, The MGCF will take all necessary measures to preserve the privacy of the calling user i.e. add a Privacy header with appropriate value in order to mask the calling identity before delivery of the call to the destination.

However, the appropriate values of the Privacy header as specified in TS 24.607 will not result in an action taken on the Contact header.
As a consequence the Contact header will still contain the identity information of the calling PSTN/ISDN user when the call is delivered to the destination.
Proposal
In order to avoid this it is proposed to add explicitly in TS 24.229 § 5.5.1 General, that this GRUU shall not be based on the calling party address information of the incoming IAM.
It is also proposed to perform this correction in previous releases of TS 24.229.
