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	1) 32.275 states " Upon reception of the final response, the AS implementing the ECT service for the transferee, sends an Accounting-Request with Accounting-Record-Type indicating START_RECORD/EVENT_RECORD to record User A is transferred, with specific indicator on the transferee’s “subscriber role” (whether the transferee was engaged in an originating call or in a terminating call) before the transfer execution." In order to do this when 3pcc is used, the transferee AS would need to understand that the re-INVITE sequence is because of ECT.

2) On some markets there are legal requirements that LI needs to be turned off when the intercepted party does not any longer participate in the call due to ECT. As the interception may occur at any node along the signalling path, a general method to identify that ECT has been performed is needed.

Procedures for call transfer with 3PCC

When a REFER request is received that invokes the call transfer service (see subclause 4.5.2.4.1), the AS shall follow procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.628 [10] for special REFER request handling using 3PCC procedures with the clarifications and extensions defined in this subclause.

For blind communication transfer, a media server should be connected to the transferee UE in order to provide in-band announcement about the progress of the communication establishment with the transfer target.
If the transferor AS wishes to explicitly inform that the (re-)INVITE request towards the transfer target or the re-INVITE request towards the transferee is because of ECT, it shall include a Call-Info header field with a URN set to <urn:3gpp:services:mmtel:ect>,
