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1. Introduction

The stage 3 work for vSRVCC has been started in CT1#71 with agreement of the WID. Two issues with enhancements to the NAS signalling protocol have arisen since then during email discussion on the CT1 reflector: 
1) the general terminology, and 
2) how to convey the vSRVCC related capability indicator. 
Here we discuss the available options.

2. Terminology

It seems necessary to have terms for three different functionalities of SRVCC in our specifications:

a) a term for the voice only specific functionality;

b) a term for the voice and video specific functionality;

c) a generic term for both variants of SRVCC (as one can notice, in this discussion text the term “SRVCC” is used in this very meaning already, for simplicity).
Stage 2 has created the definitions visualized in the left part of figure 1 (terminology alternative 1). Two things have to be noted: the generic term “(v)SRVCC” is currently not formally defined in TS 23.216, and the specific term “SRVCC” is used also in the title of this specification (which is meant to be generic). To overcome this, another alternative with own stage definitions had been proposed, visualized on the right hand side of figure 1, where “SRVCC” is used as the generic term.

It has been argued that there would be an advantage to keep stage 3 terminology as close as possible to stage 2 terminology. We acknowledge that, but would like to leave the final decision to CT1 meeting. Therefore two sets of CRs have been prepared correspondingly.
3. How to convey the vSRVCC related indicator

Stage 2 for vSRVCC requires to signal UE’s capability to the network. In the email discussion two options were discussed: 
a) in MS network capability (specified in TS 24.008). It was argued that if a capability is related to a feature that can be used only in a network supporting both E-UTRAN and GERAN/UTRAN ("GERAN or UTRAN or both"), the capability is included in the MS network capability IE only. The capability for vSRVCC is such one.

b) in UE network capability (specified in TS 24.301). It was pointed to agreed C1-085390, which stated in reason for change that “ … for future enhancements of the two network capability IEs it is proposed that all capability information that is used by the SGSN should be added to the MS network capability, and all capability information that is used by the MME should be added to the UE network capability.”
This needs resolution. For the purpose of seeing the changes concretely for both options, corresponding CRs have been prepared. Table 1 gives the overview (which CRs are linked together and what changes they contain).
