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	If a UE attempting for a normal attach in a certain PLMN gets rejected due to PLMN not available, then it adds the PLMN in the forbidden PLMN list and moves to PLMN-SEARCH sub-state. When it remains in this state (ie. it is searching for a new PLMN) and it needs to perform an emergency call, UE should be allowed to do so. 

Similarly if the UE was prevented access to the network due to access class barring, UE remains in the ATTACH-NEEDED state. In this state, if the UE needs to perform an emergency call, it should be allowed as long as Access class 10 is not barred.

The UE shall perform PLMN selection. If a new PLMN is selected, the UE shall reset the attach attempt counter and initiate the attach or combined attach procedure (see subclause 5.5.1).
If the selected cell is known not to be able to provide normal service, the UE may initiate attach for emergency bearer services.

ATTACH-NEEDED

The UE shall initiate the attach or combined attach procedure, if still needed, as soon as the access is allowed in the selected cell for one of the access classes of the UE.
The UE may initiate attach for emergency bearer services.
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
