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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA1 for the LS (C1-113400/S1-112406) on Korean Public Alert System using LTE Cell Broadcasting Service.

CT1 has discussed and made a conclusion that CT1 has specified Korean Public Alert System in Rel-11 and not Rel-10 since Rel-10 is now the frozen release in 3GPP.
CT1 would like to ask SA1 and TTA to confirm the above consideration.
In addition, CT1 would like to clarify as the following concerns.
1. Whether it is intentional that the proposed MI is supposed to be settable by MMI in Korean Public Alert System.
2. Regarding CR C1-113406, Korean Public Alert System uses the only single level of MI. However, if settable through MMI, CT1 believes that it makes sense this single level should be duplicated all through the range from 4371 through 4379 to allow for interoperability for roaming CMAS and EU-ALERT phones. 

So, are there any requirements for interoperability and roaming between users of other messaging systems (e.g., CMAS/EU-ALERT) in Korea Public Alert System? 
CT1 would like to ask TTA to answer the above consideration.
