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1. Overall Description:

CT1 discussed in light of new normative requirements in TS 23.167 (Annex H.5) the scenario of emergency call for a data centric UE which has CS voice capabilities and able to make IMSVoIP call.

CT1 would like to know whether the requirements outlined by TS 23.167 need to be incorporated in CT1 specifications so that emergency call is possible as per Annex H.5. At present, not all requirements are fulfilled by CT1 specifications.
Case B in normative Annex H.5 of TS 23.167 shows the case where the UE is not CS attached, is PS attached, VoIMS=N and EMC=Y. A voice centric UE would have performed voice domain selection to the CS domain on Attach/TAU, but a data centric UE remains in LTE. What is the behaviour of a data centric UE when making an emergency call? Should it "act like a voice centric UE" (though the setting is actually not changed) and perform domain selection when the emergency call is attempted, or should it try and attempt the emergency call on IMS which could fail if the UE does not have an IMS roaming agreement (VoIMS=N), meaning that the UE would have to try other means to make the emergency call like placing the emergency call without emergency registration (anonymous)?

It also begs the question as to whether it makes any sense at all to have different behaviour for a voice centric UE or data centric UE because the user is making an emergency call.

If SA2 believes that a data centric UE acts as a voice centric UE when making a call and thus will perform domain selection in the scenario outlined above, then there is also the issue of call-back to consider. A data-centric UE will always prefer to camp on a RAT to provide the UE with data service. Once the emergency call has finished, the data centric UE (in IDLE mode) would try and reselect to E-UTRA (e.g. the network operator provides selective idle mode camping policies). As VoIMS=N, the network T-ADS would not deliver the call-back to this data centric UE in E-UTRA.

Therefore CT1 would like to ask SA2 the following questions:

1. Should the UE temporarily be allowed to switch from data-centric behaviour to voice-centric (without need of changing the UE’s usage setting) to make the emergency call and keep the behaviour consistent between data-centric and voice-centric UE?

2. If the answer to question 1 is “yes”, should the UE remain in the CS RAT for a time period (defined by implementation) to allow the UE to receive a potential call-back?
