Generic identification requirement

To enable an AS to request that a specific supplementary service is suppressed, or to inform other ASes that a request is triggered by a specific supplementary service, it must be possible to uniquely identify these supplementary services.

Use cases

2.1
ECT Charging

An ECT AS performing 3rd party call control to connect transferee and transfer target, needs to indicate to transferee AS that a specific re-INVITE is triggered by ECT, see 3GPP TS 32.275 subclause 5.2.2.1.9.1. This enables the transferee AS to correctly record that the transferee is transferred.
There are legal requirements that interception shall be stopped when the intercept target is not longer in the communication. This would imply a similar requirement that an explicit indication is used.

2.2
Third party call control

In certain 3pcc situations, it is desirable to indicate that the INVITE requests need special  treatment. As an example a CC Recall notification shall not be diverted according to TS 24.642. It is desirable to request that no terminating supplementary services should be performed. In other 3pcc scenarios, or when an AS initiates a call it is desirable to avoid triggering originating services. 
3
Requirements

REQ-1: It shall be possible to uniquely identify a specific supplementary service.

REQ-2: It shall be possible to indicate in a SIP request, that the SIP request is triggered by an identified supplementary service.

REQ-3: It shall be possible to indicate in a SIP request that an identified supplementary services should be suppressed.

REQ-4: It shall be possible to request that triggering originating services should be suppressed.

REQ-5: It shall be possible to request that triggering terminating services should be suppressed.
