	For the UE requesting the release of bearer resources for a GBR bearer in a bearer resource modification procedure, two cases should be differentiated:

(1) The packet filter identifiers contained in TAD are part of packet filter identifiers contained in TFT of the referenced GBR bearer; 
(2) The packet filter identifiers contained in TAD are all of packet filter identifiers contained in TFT of the referenced GBR bearer.
About the indication of requested GBR in the case of the UE requesting the release of bearer resources for a GBR bearer, it has been specified in 3GPP TS 24.301 [1] sub-clause 6.5.4.2, quote:

"To request a release of bearer resources, the UE shall set the TFT operation code in the Traffic flow aggregate IE to "Delete packet filters from existing TFT". If the EPS bearer is a GBR bearer, the UE shall indicate the new GBR requested for the EPS bearer context in the Required traffic flow QoS IE."
The above highlighted text means that to request a release of bearer resources for a GBR bearer, a new requested GBR parameter is mandatory to be included in the request message in all the cases. This is correct for the above case (1) while this can not work for the case (2) due to the network will normally initiate an EPS bearer context deactivation procedure to release all bearer resources of the referenced GBR bearer in the case (2). 

Furthermore, the UE is not allowed to set both uplink/downlink GBR to 0kpbs in the requested message in case (2) due to the UE should also indicate the MBR parameter and shall set both uplink/downlink MBR to 0kpbs in the requested message according to the SA2 requirement on "MBR = GBR". However, as per defined restriction on the MBR in the current specification, the uplink/downlink MBR can not be set to 0kpbs at the same time.

Hence, to clearly define the UE behaviour in above case (2), it is proposed that the UE does not include the requested GBR in the Required traffic flow QoS IE in the BEARER RESOURCE MODIFICATION REQUEST message.
More discussions on cases and problem are shown in DISC C1-114702.
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	It is proposed that the UE does not include the requested GBR in the Required traffic flow QoS IE in the BEARER RESOURCE MODIFICATION REQUEST message when the UE requesting the release of all bearer resources for a GBR bearer.

UE requested bearer resource modification procedure initiation

In order to request the modification of bearer resources for one traffic flow aggregate, the UE shall send a BEARER RESOURCE MODIFICATION REQUEST message to the MME, start timer T3481 and enter the state PROCEDURE TRANSACTION PENDING (see example in figure 6.5.4.2.1).
The UE shall include the EPS bearer identity of the EPS bearer associated with the traffic flow aggregate in the EPS bearer identity for packet filter IE.
To request a change of the GBR without changing the packet filter(s), the UE shall set the TFT operation code in the Traffic flow aggregate IE to "no TFT operation" and include the packet filter identifier(s) to which the change of the GBR applies in the Packet filter identifier parameter in the parameters list. The UE shall indicate the new GBR requested for the EPS bearer context in the Required traffic flow QoS IE.
To request a modification of a traffic flow aggregate, the UE shall set the TFT operation code in the Traffic flow aggregate IE to "Replace packet filters in existing TFT" or "Add packet filters to existing TFT". If the TFT operation code is set to "Add packet filters to existing TFT", the UE shall include the existing packet filter identifier(s) to which the newly added packet filter(s) is linked in the parameters list. If the EPS bearer is a GBR bearer, the UE shall indicate the new GBR requested for the EPS bearer context in the Required traffic flow QoS IE.
To request a release of bearer resources, the UE shall set the TFT operation code in the Traffic flow aggregate IE to "Delete packet filters from existing TFT". If the EPS bearer is a GBR bearer, the UE shall indicate the new GBR requested for the EPS bearer context in the Required traffic flow QoS IE except that the UE requests the release of all bearer resources of a GBR bearer, in which case the GBR shall not be indicated.
If the UE includes the Required traffic flow QoS IE, the UE shall set the QCI to the current QCI value of the EPS bearer context.
If the UE requests the release of bearer resources, the ESM cause value typically indicates one of the following:
